Understanding one’s true nature, and connecting with 
the divine. The Gita offers a spiritual guide for living a life of righteousness, selflessness, and devotion.
Yoga: The Gita teaches various paths of yoga (union or discipline), which are essential for attaining spiritual growth and 
self-realization:
• Karma Yoga: The path of selfless action, where one performs their duties without attachment to results.
• Bhakti Yoga: The path of devotion to God, where surrendering to the divine leads to liberation.
• Jnana Yoga: The path of knowledge, where wisdom and discernment help one understand the nature of reality.
• Dhyana Yoga: The path of meditation, focusing the mind on the divine to achieve spiritual tranquility and insight.
In closing The Mahabharata, it is set in the form of a dialogue between the prince Arjuna and his charioteer, the god Krishna, 
just before the start of the Kurukshetra War. The text addresses the moral and philosophical dilemmas faced by Arjuna, who 
is confused and morally troubled about fighting in the war. The Bhagavad Gita, often referred to simply as the Gita, which is 
Hindu scripture that is part of the Indian epic. providing answers to fundamental questions about life, duty, ethics and the 
path to spiritual liberation.

Prof. Chetan Taksale provided hands-on training focusing on tools that aid research paper writing, such as 
Google Scholar, AI-powered tools, and ChatGPT. He also guided students on how to locate journals and books 
through platforms like DCAT, DONB DAAR, and OER. Special attention was given to the utility of AI in aca-
demic research and how students can access eBooks and research articles using Google Scholar. Prof. Taksale 
also introduced the concept of navigating the surface web, deep web, and dark web in a safe and efficient manner 
for research purposes.

Day 2:
In the second session, Prof. Taksale focused on practical training using Google tools and other AI-driven re-
sources. He introduced participants to:
• Google Scholar for accessing scholarly articles
• Google Desktop Search (PKM Tools) for organizing research data
• Google Drive for cloud storage and collaboration
• Google Forms for creating online questionnaires
• Google Books and other news aggregators for academic resources
• MHRD resources available to students for academic studies and research.
